1. Who is the author of Friedrich?  List two informational facts about the author. (Hint: See “About the Author” at the end of the book!) (2 pts.)
2. Compare/Contrast the two families at the beginning of the story (standard of living, religion, housing arrangement, size of family). (4 pts.)
3. Why and how do opportunities begin to improve for the narrator’s family? (2 pts.)
4. Why and how do things begin to fall apart for the Schneider family? (2 pts.)
5. Why don’t Herr Schneider and his family leave Germany when things get so difficult? (2 pts.)
6. Describe what happens to Frau Schneider as a result of the Kristallnacht pogrom. (2 pts.)
7. What ultimately happens to Herr Schneider?  What were the circumstances surrounding the event?  Describe. (2 pts.)
8. Describe two of the laws mentioned in the book which were passed by the Nazis to isolate and segregate Jews from the rest of the population. (2 pts.)
9. Some people behaved more harshly towards Jews than others.  Describe the attitude and behavior of BOTH the narrator’s grandfather AND the landlord Herr Resch. (2 pts.)
10. How does the narrator’s family try to help the Schneiders?  Why is that so dangerous?  (3 pts.)
11. There are several scenes in the book which focus specifically on events that happen to the narrator and Friedrich.  Select ONE of these and describe fully what happens:  (5 pts.)

· Friedrich’s Bar Mitzvah

· The movie theater

· The broken window

· The swimming pool

12. Imagine you are Friedrich.  What would be your feelings, fears, thoughts as you are forced to leave the bomb shelter?  (3 pts.)
13. What happens to Friedrich at the end of the novel?  (2 pts.)
